
GO FISHING! AMERICAN RED CROSS CAUSEWAY CLASSIC

"This is an excellent time of year to fish for trout," said Trey Bryant,
chairman of the event. "The trout usually feed up in the delta during the early part of fall
and they will be excited and hungry."
